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Move to Wise County, Texas
They moved to a farm between Alvord and Chico and the first nine of their
children were most likely born right on this farm. Jap was known to be a
successful farmer and must have had a keen business eye too. Somewhere
between 1883 and 1888, he began operating a cotton gin and grain mill in
Chico. R04113

In 1898, the family faced tragedy when fifteen-month-old Bonnie, one of the
twins, died. She was buried in the Prairie Point Cemetery north of Chico.

Photo of Children
The delightful old family photo below is thought to be of the Newton children.
We aren’t certain of the date nor of just which child is which. It is thought that
they are possibly, left to right, Claud Henry, Della, Nola, Alice, Flora, and the
baby Dolly.

If that is true, then photo would have been taken about 1895 when they lived
in Wise County, Texas. Note the big house as that’s a sizeable one compared
to most at that time. You can also see the outdoor toilet behind the house.
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They first lived in Cooke
County, then moved to

Wise County, Texas.
